Rust Veto 377-HF actually raises water off wet metal to coat the entire surface with a long-lasting film.





One gallon covers 1,300 square feet.  The polar attraction for metal makes Rust Veto 377-HF "creep" across the metal's surface, spreading over a large area.  The affinity for metal means handling won't wipe it off.





Rust Veto 377-HF contains an antioxidant additive.  It resists breakdown and varnish formation, even in long-term storage.

RECOMMENDED USES





This product is designed to provide long-term protection for highly finished metal pieces.  Parts not packaged or wrapped can be protected for up to one year, in an indoor environment.  Parts that are packaged or wrapped can be protected for longer periods.





Because of its high flash point, Rust Veto 377-HF takes longer to dry at room temperature than some other thin film preservatives.  However, this high flash point makes it possible to treat warm parts with less potential fire hazard.
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APPLICATION AND REMOVAL





Apply Rust Veto 377-HF by dip, spray or brush between 40°F and 120°F.  The film is easily removed by petroleum solvent, vapor degreasing or a medium-duty cleaner such as Houghto-Clean 240, used at 4 to 6 ounces per gallon of water at 180°F to 190°F.
